LLMC ARTISLARI — ICS, IMO KARARIN! DESTEKLIYOR

Tiim denizcilik sektérlerini ve tagimalar: ve kiiresel denizcilik endiistrisinin %80 inden fazlasin
temsil eden ve Uluslararasi Denizcilik Orgiti (IMO) Hukuk Komitesi'nde armatérlerin temsili
hususunda 6nderlik yapan Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi {ICS), 1996 Denizcilikle ilgili Tazminat
Talepleri Kenvansiyonuna ait Sorumlufuk Sinirlamasina (Limitation of Liability for Maritime Claims
Convention 1996 {LL\VIC)) gdre olan Sorumluluk Limitlerini $%51’e kadar arttirmak icin bu hafta IMO
tarafindan alinan karart kuvvetle destekledigini ifade etmigtir.

Genel olarak denizcilikle ilgili tazminat talepierine ilaveten, ii¢ yil icinde yiirGrliige girecek
olan yeni LLMC limitleri, Nairobi Konvansiyonu yiirlirilige girdigi zaman (Sivil Sorumluluk
Konvansiyonu (Civil Liability Convention} tarafindan kapsanan tazminat taleplerinden haska)
bunker dokiilmeleri ve battk kaldirmaya ait sorumluluklar yéneten IMO Konvansiyonlarina gore
olan tazminat taleplerine uygulanacaktir.

ICS Genel Sekreteri Peter Hinchliffe asagidaki goriisleri belirtmistir:

“Gegen iki y!} boyunca IMO’da yapilan gérismeler esnasinda ICS, denizcilik endistrisinin
artiglarin gdriisiilmesine agtk oldugunu, ancak bunlann, Gzerinde anlasmaya vanlmis kriterlere, yani
tazminat talepleri tarihgesine, enflasyona, sigorta bedeli stiindeki etkiye dayandirilmas) gerektigini
gdzlemlemistir. Bu sartlarda, IMO tarafindan kabul edilen nibai artiglar makul bir sonuc olarak
gdriinmektedir.
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2015 yihnda yirarliige girmesinden sonra yeni limitlerin denizcilik endfistrisi {izerinde ne
gibi ekonomik etkisi olacagi zamanla anlagilacaktir. Ancak, artislarin sorumlulugun simirlandiritmasi
prensibinin korunmasini saglamaya yardimcl olacagimi iimit ediyoruz; bu da, amilan prensip,
armatdrler biitcenin miisaade edecegi sigortaya ulagmayi siirdiireceklerse hayati bir énem
tagimaktadir. Yeni limitlerin, daha az geligmis iilkeleri LLMC'yi onaylamaktan vaz gecirmeyecegi de
limit edilmektedir.”

Mevecut LLMC limitlerine gére sadece az sayida tazminat taleplerinin tam olarak tazmin
edilmedigini gésteren ve P& Klipleri Uluslararasi Grubu {International Group of P&I Clubs)
tarafindan derlenen istatistikler kargisinda, LLMC artiglarimin hakli bulunup bulunmayacag konusunda
aslinda ICS'in gliphe ettigi bazi hususlar olmustu. Ancak, temizleme masraflarinin uygulanabilir limit
mikiarmi  agtigimin dislndldiGgd ve 2009 wyilinda Queensland'de meydana gelen ‘Pacific
Adventurer'dan bunker dokilmesi olayindan sonra, ICS, IMO'nun limitleri vyeniden gozden
gecirmesini isteyen cok sayida hikimet olmasinin, artisin siiphesiz ofdugu anlamina geldigini kabul
etmistir.

LLMC INCREASES —~ICS SUPPORTS IMO AGREEMENT

The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS), which represents all sectors and trades and
over 80% of the global shipping industry, and leads shipowner representation at the
International Maritime Organization (IMO) Legal Committee, has expressed strong support
for the agreement reached by IMO this week to increase the limits of liability under the
Limitation of Liability for Maritime Claims Convention 1996 (LLMC), by 51%.

In addition to general maritime claims, the new LLMC limits, which will come into effect in
three years’ time, will apply to claims under IMO Conventions governing liabilities for
bunker spills (other than claims covered by the Civil Liability Convention) and wreck
removal once the Nairobi Convention enters into force.

ICS Secretary General, Peter Hinchliffe remarked: “Throughout the debate at IMO over the
past two years ICS has observed that the industry was open to a discussion of increases, but
that these had to be based on agreed criteria, namely claims history, inflation, and the effect -
on the cost of insurance. In the event, the final increases agreed by IMO seem to be a
reasonable ouftcome.”

He added: “It remains to be seen what economic impact the new limits will have on the
industry after they come into effect in 2015. However, we hope that the increases will help
ensure that the principle of limitation of liability will be maintained, which is vital if
shipowners are to continue to have access to affordable insurance. It is also hoped that the
new limits will not deter less developed nations from subscribing to the LLMC.”

ICS originally had questions as to whether any increases were justified in view of statistics

compiled by the International Group of P&l Clubs which showed that only a smail number

of claims had not been compensated fully under the present LLMC limits. However,

following the ‘Pacific Adventurer’ bunker oil spill in Queensland in 2009, where the clean-up

costs were thought to have exceeded the applicable limitation amount, ICS accepted that the

large number of governments that had requested IMO to review the limits meant that som

level of increase was never in doubt. '
