Armatorlerin kiiresel ticaret 6rgiitii olan Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi (International Chamber of
Shipping —ICS), 11-13 Haziran 2019 tarihlerinde Faroe Adalar’nda yapilan Yillik Genel Kurul Toplantisi
oncesinde kiiresel ticaretin yaklasik %90'inini kapsayan denizciligin karsilastigi en ivedi hususlara
yonelik derinlemesine bilgi saglayan 2019 Yillik incelemesini yayimlamistir.

ICS Bagkani Esben Poulsson, Yillik ile ilgili olarak asagidaki aciklamayi yapmistir:

“ICS’in birinci éncelikli odak noktasi, 1 Ocak tarihinden itibaren tamamen vyiiriirliije girecek olan
Uluslararasi Denizcilik Orgiitii (International Maritime Organization — IMO) kiiresel kiikiirt iist limitinin
basarili bir sekilde uygulanmasidir. ICS; armatérlerin séz konusu uygulamaya hazirlanmalarina
yardimci olmak izere kapsamli bir teblig hazirlamis ve IMO’nun Uye Ulkelerine yonelik uygun kilavuz
ilkeleri kabul etmesi hususunda bdiyiik bir basari elde etmistir.

ICS’in bahse konu girisimleri; emniyetli ve uyumlu diisiik kiikiirtlii yakitlarin diinya capinda biitiin
limanlarda bulunmamasi durumunda, armatérlerin kendi hatasi olmaksizin Liman Devleti Kontrolii
yetkilileri tarafindan haksiz yere cezalandiriimalari riskini azaltmalidir.

Ozellikle uyumlu yakitlarin ~ fiyatlari  gibi bircok husus 2020 yilindan &énce tamamen
cevaplandiriimayacaktir; fakat temennimiz mevzuata iliskin bu biyiik dedisiklik siirecinin olabildigince
sorunsuz bir sekilde ilerlemesidir.”

Poulsson sunlari eklemistir:

“ICS; kisa ve uzun dénemli 6nlemler sayesinde, uluslararasi denizciligin sera gazi emisyonlarini en kisa
stirede ortadan kaldirmasi gerektiginin farkindadir. Denizcilik sektérii 2008 yilindan bu yana énemli CO
azaltimlari yapmis olmasina ragmen, bahse konu azaltimlarla ilgili olarak sektériin hakki yeteri kadar
teslim edilmemistir. Bununla birlikte denizcilik sektérii, genel olarak hiikiimetler ve toplumlar
tarafindan talep edildidi iizere, yakit verimliligi hususunda daha fazla gelisme saglamak igin bugiinlerde
daha ¢ok ¢aba gostermelidir.

konu énergeleri 2019 yili boyunca da sunmaya devam edecektir. ‘Dérdiincii Sanayi Devrimi’ adini
verdigimiz CO>salinimi yapmayan yakitlara gegis durumu ¢agimizin miicadelesi olup, denizcilik sektorii
bahse konu gegisi benimseyecektir.

COz salinimi yapmayan yakitlara gegis, arastirma ve gelistirmeye yénelik cok fazla yatirim ihtiyacini
doguracaktir. ICS’e gére, IMO Uye Ulkelerinin koydugu azaltim hedefleri karsilanacak ise bahse konu
yatirimlarin IMO’nun sera gazi stratejisinin cok énemli bir parcasi olmasi gerekmektedir.”

Vardiya Tutma Standartlari (Standards of Training Certification and Watchkeeping — STCW)
Sozlesmesinin kapsamli bir incelemesini talep etmis ve bu talep hiikiimetler tarafindan ilgi gormistiir.
ICS’in bahse konu talebi, ICS 2019 Yillik incelemesinde yer almistir. Bahsi gegen Yillik inceleme ayni
zamanda, denizcilik sektoriiniin gelecek yillardaki isleyisi ile ilgili 5nemli sonuglar dogurabilecek deniz
biyo-cesitlili§inin korunmasina yénelik yeni gikarilan Birlesmis Milletler Deniz Hukuku Sozlesmesi ile
ilgili yapilan iist diizey miizakereler de dahil olmak {izere, bircok uluslararasi forumda ele alinan bir dizi
yasal ve politik sorunlara iliskin kaydedilen gelismeleri de incelemektedir.

Kiresel ticaret savagi, Bati Afrika’da deniz haydutlugu saldirilari sayisinda yasanan ani artig ve ticaret
gemilerinin 80,000’den fazla kisiyi kurtarmasina ragmen binlerce yasadis gdécmenin bogularak can
verdigi Akdeniz'de devam eden trajedi, Yillik incelemede ele alinan diger hususlar olmustur.

seklinde bir agiklama yapmuistir.

Shipowners’ Global Trade Association Launches Annual Review

In advance of its AGM in the Faroe Islands next week, the global trade association
for shipowners, the International Chamber of Shipping (ICS), has launched its
Annual Review 2019, providing in-depth insight into the most pressing issues
confronting shipping, which moves about 90% of global trade.

ICS Chairman, Esben Poulsson, explains:

“The immediate focus of ICS is the successful implementation of the UN IMO global
sulphur cap, which will take complete effect on 1 January. ICS has produced
comprehensive advice to help shipowners prepare and achieved notable success in
persuading IMO to adopt appropriate guidelines for its Member States.

These initiatives should go at least some way towards reducing the risk that
shipowners, through no fault of their own, could be unfairly penalised by Port State
Control authorities in the event that safe and compliant low sulphur fuels are initially
unavailable in every port worldwide.

There are still many questions that will not be fully settled before 2020, not least
what the cost of compliant fuels will be, but hopefully this enormous regulatory
change will proceed as smoothly as possible.”

Mr Poulsson adds:

“ICS is acutely aware of the urgent need for international shipping to eliminate
greenhouse gas emissions as soon as practicable, through a combination of short
and longer term measures. The sector has already made impressive CO, reductions
since 2008, something for which the shipping industry is given insufficient credit. But
now the industry must redouble its efforts to deliver further dramatic improvements in
fuel efficiency, as demanded by governments and society at large.

ICS has been leading the way in coming forward with constructive proposals for
GHG reduction at IMO and will continue to do so throughout 2019. The transition to
zero COz emitting fuels — which we have dubbed the ‘Fourth Propulsion Revolution’ —
is the challenge of our age, and one that | know the industry will embrace.



This will require truly massive investment in research and development, which ICS
believes must be at the heart of the IMO GHG Strategy if the ambitious reduction
targets that IMO Member States have set are to be met.”

The Annual Review 2019 also sets out how ICS is calling for a comprehensive
review of the IMO STCW Convention governing seafarers’ training standards, and
how this initiative is already gaining traction with governments. It also examines
progress on arange of other important legal and policy issues at many different
international fora, including high level negotiations on a new UN Law of the Sea
agreement for the protection of marine biodiversity which could have significant
consequences for the future regulation of shipping.

Among the many other issues covered are the threats of a global trade war, the
unacceptable spike in the number of violent pirate attacks off West Africa, and the
continuing tragedy in the Mediterranean, where thousands of migrants continue to
drown, despite merchant ships having rescued over 80,000 people since the crisis
began.

Because of hardening attitudes toward immigration in Europe, Mr Poulsson remarks
that “there are increasing questions as to whether ships involved in large scale
rescue operations can be confident that prompt and predictable disembarkation of
rescued people will continue.”

The ICS Annual Review 2019 is being distributed via ICS’s member national
shipowners’ associations. It is available free of charge and can also be downloaded
via the ICS website here.

The ICS AGM will be hosted by Shipowners of the Faroe Islands from 11-13 June.
